* Leaves are folded in the bud, leaf sheath
is flattened and often tinged red.

* Ligule is a fringe of short hairs, and there
is a tuft of hair on each side of the collar.

* Leaf blade is mostly hairless, but is
rough in one direction.

Hint: Pull out the seedling and look for a
bur at the end of the root or in the soil.
